Thoughts from St Jamesõ 
Whit Sunday 

 

A parish minister for many years before becoming Professor of 

Divinity and Biblical Criticism in the University of Glasgow, 

William Barclay earned world-wide renown as one of the most 

brilliant Christian expositors of the 20th century. Until his death 

in 1978, through his books, articles and radio and television ap-

pearances, he was one of the foremost interpreters of the New Testament.  In his 

books he would give his own translation of a passage for each dayôs study, fol-

lowed by an inspired and illuminating commentary. His style was never academic 

but always clear and straightforward and full of relevance to the modern world. 

 

May 23 is Whit Sunday and the Epistle describes in Acts 2: 1-13 how, on the day 

of Pentecost the disciples were all together when the ósound of a mighty rushing 

windô filled the room and tongues of fire settled on each one of them.  Suddenly, 

they were filled with confidence and preached to the crowds of Jews gathered in 

Jerusalem for the Feast of Pentecost, which means óthe Fiftiethô, falling fifty days 

after the Passover. 

 

Now, in Acts, Luke, not an eye witness, speaks of the disciples as though they 

suddenly acquired the gift of speaking in foreign languages.  For two reasons that 

is not likely says Barclay.  There was in the early Church a phenomenon which 

has never completely passed away called speaking with tongues (see 1 Corin-

thians 14) of which Paul greatly disapproved: someone, in a flood of ecstasy 

would begin to pour out a flood of unintelligible sounds in no known language 

and this was supposed to be directly inspired by the Spirit of God.  Men speaking 

in tongues might well appear to be drunk to someone who did not know the phe-

nomenon. 

 

Secondly, to speak in foreign languages was unnecessary for the crowd was made 

up of Jews and proselytesðGentiles who had accepted the Jewish religion and 

way of life.  For a crowd like that, at most two languages were necessary.  Al-

most all Jews spoke Aramaic, writes Barclay, and, even if they had come from a 

foreign land, they would speak the language common throughout the then known 

worldðGreek. 

 

It seems likely that Luke, a Gentile, had confused speaking with tongues with 

speaking with foreign tongues, and what really happened was that the crowd, for 

the first time in their lives, was hearing the word of God in a way that struck 

straight home to their hearts and in a way they could understand.

 Dragonflies of the Fens beware: a bird of prey is on its way to Britain from Af-

rica and it has got its eyes on you! 

     This elegant and agile bird is the hobby. Hobbies spend the winter in Africa 

and arrive in Britain in mid April to feed on dragonflies and other flying insects. 

They are specially built for catching insects and birds on the wing. They resemble 

giant swifts, with their scimitar shaped wings and agile flight.  

  Hobbies are smaller than kestrels, but what they lack in size, they make up for in 

speed and precision. When they catch sight of an unfortunate dragonfly or swallow, 

they catch their prey with their talons and amazingly transfer the food to their 

months without changing their flight path!  

  3ÏÌɯÏÖÉÉàɀÚɯ+ÈÛÐÕɯÕÈÔÌɯÐÚɯfalco subbuteo which might ring a bell with certain 

people. Indeed, it is no coincidence that a popular table football game shares its name 

with this fantastic bird. In 1945, Peter Adolph created this popular game. He wanted 

to name the game after his favourite bird, the hobby. However, when he tried to reg-

he named it Subbuteo, after its Latin name instead. 

   Hobbies used to be rare visitors to Britain, restricted to the heathlands of Dor-

set and the New Forest in southern England. However, over the last thirty years, the 

population has increased dramatically. One recent estimate suggested that there are 

around two thousand nesting pairs of hobbies in Britain, ranging from Cornwall to 

Scotland. 

  The rapid population increase of hobbies can be seen at many places in Britain. 

However, one of the best places to witness this increase is at Lakenheath Fen. In early 

May, it is not uncommon to have up to forty hobbies feeding over the reserve at the 

same time! The theory behind this fantastic spectacle is that the birds migrate in from 

Africa and congregate over the reserve en masse to feed up before they disperse to 

their breeding territories across East Anglia and further afield.  

   After the invasion of early May, two pairs of hobbies usually stick around to 

nest at Lakenheath Fen. Similar to other falcons, they do not build their own nests. 

They usually nest in old crow nests. Hobbies nest quite late in the season, so they can 

feed their young on young sand martins and swallows, blissfully making their first 

flights unaware of what hunts them!  

 If you would like to come and see hobbies for yourself, why not come along to 

Lakenheath Fen from mid -April to September to see these stunning little falcons in 

action. They can be seen throughout the day, but the best time to see them is between 

mid -morning and afternoon, when the sun is highest in the sky. There is even a 

hobby walk on Sunday May 9 th between 10.15am-1pm. Why not book up and come 

along?

Memories of Minnie Rose Lovgreen  
 

In June of this year Far As I Can Remember: An Immigrant Womanôs Story, 
1888-1975 will be published. This is the memoir of a woman named Minnie 
Rose Enefer Lovgreen who was born and lived her early years on a wheat 

farm about five miles from Hockwold. She left home and went into service at 
age eleven and, at age 24, booked passage on the Titanic to immigrate to 

Canada. An impatient woman, she rebooked on the Megantic which left Liv-
erpool for Montreal two weeks before the Titanic sank. 

After eight years and various adventures in Vancouver, British Columbia, she 

moved to Bainbridge Island, Washington, near Seattle where she married her 
second husband, Leo Lovgreen, a Danish-born immigrant. They established 

and ran a successful dairy on Bainbridge Island for 30 years. 

When Minnie Rose was 86 and dying of cancer, her friend Nancy Rekow ap-

peared in her hospital room with a tape recorder and said, ñMinnie Rose, 

weôre going to start your book now.ò Minnie had wanted to write a book 
about raising chickens for years, but she was always too busy. Nancy edited 

the transcript and put together the book, Minnie Rose Lovgreenôs Recipe for 
Raising Chickens which, in two editions sold 21,000 copies. Minnie Rose died 
in July after the book was published in April. It was out of print for many 

years until it was republished in May, 2009. 

At the same time, Nancy tape-recorded Minnieôs memoir which, until now, 

sat in her files. In June NW Trillium Press will publish the memoir, Far As I 
Can Remember: An Immigrant Womanôs Story, 1888-1975.
