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Born in England in 1888, Mrs.*‘
Lovgreen emigrated to Canada in 1912
with a brother and sister-in-law. At the
end of World War I she had a job in
Vancouver, B.C., keeping chickens at a
government experimental station to help
establish an occupation for disabled
veterans. g

Mrs. Lovgreen first came to Bain-
bridge Island in 1920 as a children’s
nurse for a family that had a summer
cottage on Restoration Point. Here she
met a young Danish immigrant, Leo E.

~Lovgreen, who worked for the Country
Club Dairy. Married in 1922, the couple
lived for 11 years at the Country Club.
